Activities
- Member Ms Kumiko Wakabayashi, who has been researching the photographic techniques of John Herschel, in March 2025, hosted the “Charm of Classical Photography” exhibition at Sakai Alphonse Mucha Museum (Sakai City Cultural Center) [1]. A talk event was also planned, introducing classical photographic techniques, including the work of John Herschel. Our association also endorsed the event. Furthermore, from October 2025 to January 2026, an exhibition on the cyberspace titled “Classical Photograph International Exchange Exhibition Online Museum - Cross-cultural exchange between Osaka and Milan connected by Classical Photograph” was held [2], displaying works by Wakabayashi and others using classical photographic technique. 

-Member Ms Nobuko Iizawa exhibited her artwork at the “Naganuma Town Collection Art Exhibition 2025” held in October 15-23, 2025, in Naganuma Town, Hokkaido, where her former studio was located [3]. This was the exhibition to be held following the former year's exhibition, and Izawa's Cloisonné works motivated by stars were exhibited, along with new acquisitions.

-Member Sadaharu Uehara continues research on the history of astronomy in Japan during the Edo period. He recently searched through the entire contents of “Seigaku Shukan” (a collection of letters by the astronomers, Takahashi Yoshitoki, Hazama Shigetomi and others, stored at the National Astronomical Observatory of Japan), extracting the parts related to information on Western books, and conducted research to identify specific books. His findings were published in an astronomy society journal on the Web [4]. The letters mentioning Western books were mostly written between 1798 and 1803, and many of them were related to books that were expected to contain descriptions of geographical surveying and planetary orbital elements, which were the focus of Takahashi's research at the time.
